The Family Living Center Homeless 

Shelter is a service of Community 

Services of Stark County, Inc.  The 

Shelter program provides up to 90 

days of emergency housing for 

Stark Countyôs homeless families 

and single women.  Working 

closely  with our Housing 

Coordinator and Social Services 

Coordinator, families learn to 

acquire emotional and economic 

self-sufficiency and independence.   

The  objective of the program is to 

break the cycle of poverty by 

empowering each family with the 

necessary skills to eventually attain 

the ability to function in an 

independent living arrangement 

and maintain independent housing. 

The program addresses  and works 

to alleviate traditional barriers that 

prevent the movement out of 

welfare dependency by providing a 

coordinated delivery system of 

a ge nc y  p r o g r am m i n g  a n d 

supportive services.

365 days a year there are homeless 

families and individuals in Stark County, 

Ohio.  Every day, including Christmas, our 

Family Living Center Homeless Shelter 

provides safe haven for some of Stark 

Countyôs homeless.  Last year alone, The 

Family Living Center (FLC)  provided 

approximately 8,500 nights of shelter.  

Shelter was given to individuals and to a 

family of nine.

average year over 130 homeless children 

take up residence here.  A move into the 

Shelter means more than just putting a 

roof over your head.

Food, clothing, counseling, 

instructional programs, tutoring and 

educational field trips, job training, a 

savings program, employment assistance 

all delivered by a dedicated and caring 

staff are an integral part of the FLCôs 

Shelter Program. 

An inside look at the  
Family Living Center M O M E N T S  O F  SU C C E S S 

A young lady found herself alone and homeless 

while still in high school.  While living here she 

attended her senior prom, graduated from high 

school with honors, and earned a full -ride 

scholarship to a college in Maryland.  She is 

currently a student at Harvardôs School of 

Medicine. 
 

A young mother-to-be who 

had nowhere to go and no 

one to lean on when the 

time came to have her 

baby.  Throughout her 

labor, two of our Family 

Living Center staff took 

turns sitting with her and at the moment of 

delivery, went into the delivery room with her.  
A 24 year old mother with six very young 

children and expecting her seventh found 

herself homeless when the childrenôs father was 

sent to prison.  She ultimately secured 

permanent housing. 
 

A college educated mother of two found herself 

homeless when she was abandoned by her 

husband. His actions left her with ruined credit 

and numerous unpaid bills.  Despite the 

obstacles she has secured permanent, full-time 

employment, restored her credit rating and now 

lives in private housing in North Canton.
