It all began on Thursday October 23, 1986.  
The Samaritanôs Table opened their doors 

and provided a hot meal, between the 
hours of 11:00 AM and 1:00 PM, for those 

in need in the downtown Canton area.  

The volunteers served thirty-five (35) 
persons on that first day and the years that 

have followed have now become agency 
history. The service had been in the 

planning stages since early July of 1986 
when fourteen (14) members of the 

Canton Community were guided through a 

collaborative process of decision-making.  
The following mission statement was a 

direct result of the many months of 
planning. 

 

The Samaritanôs Table has grown over the 

years and now includes an annual 
Christmas Party for children of low income 

families, a toiletry drive and distribution, an 
annual volunteer golf outing and volunteer 

appreciation luncheon.

Our Purpose  
Founded in 1986 by Community Services of Stark County, Inc., the Samaritanôs Table 
provides nutritious meals free of charge or qualification to those in need within the Stark 
County Community.  
 
Our Guests  
Our guests come from all walks of life. Some are homeless, but unlike many urban ñsoup 
kitchensò Samaritanôs Table guests are mostly the working poor.  Many are low income 
seniors on a fixed income, single-parent families, and multi -generational families all 
struggling to make ends meet.   At the Samaritanôs Table  they find a free healthy meal in 
an   environment that upholds their dignity. The Samaritanôs Table fulfills the most basic 
need of hunger in a respectful manner through our hot meal program.  

Hot Meal Program  
Hot meals are prepared by our volunteers and served in the social hall of St. John the  
Baptist Catholic Church  (717 McKinley Avenue N.W. in Canton) every Thursday from 11:00 
AMð1:00 PM  to anyone in need.  Each meal consists of soup, salad, entrée, bread, milk, 

coffee, tea or juice and dessert.  On average we provide 
500 to 550 hot meals each serving day.  Most    of the 
food for the program is purchased or obtained through 
the Akron-Canton Regional Foodbank. 

Our Volunteers  
 
The operation of the Samaritanôs table is in the hands of a dedicated and 
100% volunteer army.   Each year, this group of volunteers contributes 
over 11,000 hours of labor to operating the Samaritanôs Table.  The 
volunteers interact with the guests and ensure that no one leaves hungry.  
 
Along with those dedicated individual volunteers the need still remains for 
ongoing donations of time, money, and food.  The Samaritanôs Table 
provides numerous interesting volunteer opportunities for groups, 
individuals, and organizations.
